Dr. Anna Porter Burrell completed a Bachelor of Science degree in chemistry from the University of
Pennsylvania in 1923. In 1926, she earned a Master of Science degree in Medical Sciences from her
alma mater, the University of Pennsylvania. Dr. Burrell's career path took her to Howard University in
Washington, D.C., where she taught bacteriology.

Dr. Burrell came to Buffalo to teach at Buffalo State College in 1948. She was the first African American
faculty member to be hired by the college. Dr. Burrell was appointed Director of the India Project at
Buffalo State. She also served as the Director of Human Relations workshops. Dr. Burrell retired from
Buffalo State in 1972.

The Dr. Anna P. Burrell Diversity Scholars Program is designed to enhance student diversity at Buffalo
State College through supportive services, activities, and a campus environment that is highly conducive
to high academic achievement.
